Classes 

Sprint/Long Distance races: W18, M18, W20, M20

Relay: Men/Women (3 runners per relay)

A maximum of 6 runners per national team in each class

For the relay: As many teams of three as can be made up from your entry.

Terrain description 
Sprint: the area is not fixed but two kinds of area had been targed:  mix of urban terrain, forest and open land or totally urban (news maps, for the both choices)

Relay & Long: typical “Pîlat” terrains. Continental terrain with some parts rich of vegetations details. Coniferous forest mostly, runnibilty and visibility mostly good.
Embargoed areas 
Sprint: Saint Etienne center city or Le Bessat.
Relay & Long: existing map “La Jasserie” 1998 or “Les 3 Evèques” 1993
As of now these areas are embargoed for orienteering activities.
